Chinese is the main language used in the classroom. English translation will be provided
wherever needed. Chinese songs, poems, and stories will be added to make classes more
interesting and to introduce Chinese culture to kids. Chinese culture will be integrated to target
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language learning. Varity of activities ( think-and-pair, white board, in and out ...) will be used
in the classroom to enhance the learning.
