read, write and say some animals in Chinese.

read, write and tell directions in Chinese.

. read, write and say some simple Chinese songs, poems, and stories in
Chinese.

Chinese is the main language used in the classroom. English translation will be
provided wherever needed. Chinese songs, poems, and stories will be added to make
classes more interesting and to introduce Chinese culture to American born kids.
