Early Development Program At TBSC

The Early Development Program at TBSC is offered to students 3 – 6 years old from Chinese or non-Chinese families. This class introduces students to the four-tone phonetic system of Chinese pronunciation (Pin Yin) and teaches basic, everyday Mandarin Chinese spoken language. Because of the students’ age, this class will focus on improving the students’ listening and speaking skills. Students will develop their speaking and listening skills through imitation, repetition and role play of different everyday life situations.  
For Class A, instruction is most of the time given in Mandarin Chinese, English translation is provided only when absolutely necessary. 
For Class B, the instruction is given in both Mandarin Chinese and English. 

This class is fun and filled with Chinese songs, nursery rhymes, games, stories and other fun activities. Chinese cultures will also be introduced to the students.
